The 'E Nixon & Son' Firefly Goldleaf Road Rally Report





It was good to see 52 brave competitors at the start venue, eager to take on some of the best tarmac and brown ice in the country! In the week leading up to the rally the weather had scuppered the organiser's plans a little. What an excellent night for the rally though, with a full moon and clear skies; the occasional patch of fog would set the scene for another test of man and machine. The crews would definitely know they had done a rally at the end of this one.





The first section of the night saw the cars pick their way round the Nant Mill Hairpins and double fords. Car 3, Mei And Iwan Jones were the talk of the top ten crews, dropping only two seconds at the end of the section. They may have thought they had an early rally lead at this point, but further down the field, Mike Hart and Jon 'Polly' Garrett powered there Rover 200 around, setting the same time over this section. Baz Green and Rob Jones, Car 5, claimed that drowning their car out in one of the fords had cost them dearly!





Section 2 had a sting in its tail; a farmyard with some tight hairpins and plenty of brown ice! Mei and Iwan were on a mission finishing the section penalty free. Arwel Jones and Dylan John Williams were pushing their ageing Escort MK2 hard in an attempt to catch the leaders. All the crews completed the 3rd section with no dramas and headed to the petrol halt, no doubt wondering what lay in wait for them in the second half.





The Glyn Cerriog Valley, Llantysilio Mountain and the superb section above Llysfasi would provide some tricky navigation, and difficult off road sections for the competitors to pick their way around. A difficult hairpin claimed 3 cars early on, the luckless Baz Green in a 205 blew a driveshaft; the suspension on Arwel Jones' Mk2 cried enough! Bryn Jones and Chris Jones in Car 15 also snapped a half shaft. This section also saw the spectacular Mk2 Escort crew of Jerman and Evans' hopes of a top finish disappear with two punctures. In the midst of all the confusion, car 6, Neil Roberts and Dale Furniss had watched the opposition fade away as they pushed on. Roberts, 2nd last year, was clearly in no mood to be the bridesmaid again. Last years Bride, Mark GT Roberts and Steve price in the VW Golf were trying to make up for an early wrong slot when disaster struck, a rear puncture and a bent rear beam was  the price to pay for attacking one white a smidgen too hard! Merfyn Hughes and Mike Hughes were going well in the Ford Escort Mk2 until they managed to beach the Escort on a white, with no room to pass. The blockage caused many crews to lose valuable time.

The cars that made it to Llysfasi farmyard had to negotiate more hairpin bends in 400yrds of land than in the rest of the entire event! 28 finishers made it back to the excellent start/finish venue.
